Russ constantly sends me signs and gifts on “special” occasions. [ nei
believed in “signs” before / lost him, but I truly belfeve that the nesting bluebirds are c
of the many signs [ have received from him. Knowing the bluebirds were building the
nest brightened my day and made the sad and painful anniversary of his death just :
bit more bearable. Russ was the light of my life and | miss him so much.

/ checked the box this afternoon when [ got home fiom work, and found one
little solid blue egg in a small, cute cup-shaped nest. [ was thrilled! Within a few mor
days, we should have more eggs and within a few weeks, we should have a family of
bluebirds!

Your PVC boxes work so well, that I'm going to check with the cemetery where
Russell is buried and see if theyll et me set out the second box next to Russell’s gra
next spring.

! didn’t mean to ramble on and on - [ just wanted you to know how much the
bluebird box means to me - and how honored [ feel to have a pair of bluebirds nesting
next to our house. Thank you so much!
